	We will be exploring 3 parts of this reserve on this day safari at a time when autumn migration is in full swing. Meeting at the visitor centre car park, we will spend some time overlooking the Ferry Pool for returning waders before making our way to Church Norton to look over the harbour for more waders and other migrants while there still might be some lingering breeding terns.

After lunch we will drive to the other side of the harbour to spend some time at the North Wall that will provide views over different habitats

	Meeting point / Venue address:


	Meet at the Visitor Centre, Postcode: PO20 7NE.
From the A27 at Chichester, take the B2145 south towards Selsey. After half a mile at the first roundabout, turn right continuing to follow the B2145 to Selsey (do NOT take the B2166 to Pagham village - the Visitor Centre is on the opposite side of the Harbour). Continue along the B2145 for 5 miles through the long villages of Hunston and Sidlesham. On leaving Sidlesham, the speed limit increases from 30 mph to 50 mph - the turning into the Visitor Centre car park is in half a mile on the left-hand side, and is signed.
